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Abstract

This paper presents a workshop combining photography and Haiku writing
with the use of cellphones in an outdoor setting. The purpose of the workshop
was to enhance the experience of being close to nature by observation and
introspection. The participants used photography and haiku writing as means
for textual and visual self-expression.

The workshop produced thirteen photographs and eighteen haiku poems that
has been written in inspiration of the photographs. The Photographs and the
Haiku were analyzed with interpretive tools based on Barthes' methodology.
The analysis shows that observing nature through the camera eye and writing
poems while being close to nature can generate self-expression and
introspection.

The use of the mobile technology in the workshop hasn't intruded the
experience of being in nature; otherwise, it was used to get the participants
closer to it and to each other. The workshop described here contributes to a
meaningful experience of learning.
