A Ph.D. in Political Science, International Relations, Sociology, Public Policy,
or a closely related field, awarded within the last five years.

A strong research background in civil-military relations, demonstrated through
publications and presentations.

Proficiency in qualitative and/or quantitative research methods.

Excellent written and verbal communication skills in English.

Ability to work independently and as part of a team.

The scholarship amount is 100,000 NIS for one year in addition to flight tickets and
hotel accommodation for the first five days following arrival in Israel.

3. A research proposal (2-3 pages) for the postdoctoral period, emphasizing any
comparative research components.
