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Abstract

The Holocaust is an extremely traumatic historical event that shaped the Jewish-Israeli identity,
and it is an important topic in education in Israel. A key question is how to continue raising
awareness of the topic for a generation that spends most of its time on social networks.
"Eva.Stories" is a project aimed at bringing the real-life experience of the Holocaust to the
"Instagram generation." As part of the project, an Instagram page "Eva.stories" was created,
which documented the life of Eva Heiman, a 13-year-old girl who lived in Hungary during
World War II. The purpose of this study was to examine the discourse among Instagram users
as evolved around the issue of learning about the Holocaust through Instagram. The research
used qualitative methodologies. A post uploaded on 28.04.2019 as comment to one of the
stories on the page, which contained 176 "likes" and 82 comments were chosen and analyzed.
The purpose of the study was to (a) Identify participants' opinions of "Eva.Stories" as a means
of making the history of the Holocaust more accessible to young people. (B) Characterizing the
Internet discourse as evolved in this debate. The results of the study indicated that the majority
of responses (63%) were in favor of "Eva.Stories" as a means of delivery of knowledge about
the Holocaust accessible to young people. The argument raised against Instagram is that using
Instagram for this purpose does not respect the Memory of the Holocaust. Regarding the
characteristics of the discourse conducted between the respondents, the responses appeared to
be almost equally divided between comments of offensive and disrespectful nature as
characterizes the talkback discourse on the Internet, and respectful and polite responses (53%
respectful and 47% disrespectful). This study shows that educators and researchers should
continue exploring the use of social networks to teach sensitive issues such as the Holocaust.
