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Abstract

The coronavirus has created a new reality saturated with challenges in academic teaching and
learning, alongside opportunities to develop new directions for learning and teaching. To gain
insights for the future, we set out to learn about the reality that was forced in spring semester
of 2020, from the faculty members' perspective at the Holon Institute of Technology. The
study aimed to evaluate faculty's perceptions about the transition to distance teaching
following the Corona crisis. The research was conducted in a qualitative method through 24
semi-structured in-depth interviews. The data were collected through zoom interviews in
March-May, 2020. The findings indicate several challenges like lack of interaction with
students, time-consuming for lesson preparation, technological challenges, difficulties in
concentrating in a live session, difficulty identifying the level students' understanding. Along
with the challenges, the lecturers also experienced a sense of successes and achievements. A
major source of pride was the rapid adaptation, which is reflected in the immediate transition
to remote teaching. Another notable success was the degree of collaboration between the
lecturers that increased during the Corona semester. Several faculty members estimated the
current period may change the world of teaching and the role of the teachers in the classroom
for good. The study's findings can help faculty while dealing with the teaching challenges
posed by the corona plague and, particularly, in light of the assessment that distance learning
will remain for some time to come.
