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Abstract

Cyberbullying is a common phenomenon among students. Because it usually occurs beyond school hours,
collaboration between the educational staff and the parents is required in order to efficiently address it. This
study examines whether teachers and parents have similar perceptions regarding the roles of teachers in
dealing with cyberbullying. A pilot study revealed four teacher roles: "police officer", "counselor",
"warner" and the "neutral teacher". From these roles, a questionnaire was formulated which 34 parents and
35 teachers answered. No significant differences were found between the two groups; the roles of the
"counselor" and the "warner" were perceived positively, and neutrality was perceived negatively. However,
differences were found when additional variables were examined. With respect to age, elementary school
teachers perceived active roles more positively than parents, while parents of children in high schools
supported more active roles than teachers. Differences were also found among teachers, with elementary
school teachers perceiving their role as more involved. Differences were also found when comparing
secular and religious schools. In secular schools, parents and teachers perceived involvement more
positively. Further, teachers in religious schools perceived involvement more positively than parents. As
mentioned, neutrality was perceived negatively, but a positive correlation was found between teachers'
seniority and their support for this role. The findings imply that a tailored response with regards to different
populations is needed to bridge the gaps and expectations between parents and teachers and to create
common dialogical frameworks in which cyberbullying is addressed.
