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Abstract

Due to the Corona pandemic, academic institutions worldwide were forced to switch to
teaching online. Following this change, students were forced to adapt to the new conditions,
including forming and maintaining social relationships with their school colleagues under the
Corona restrictions. Previous research shows evidence of a connection between the social
status of students and their mental state and academic achievements. Therefore there is great
importance in creating social relationships in the academy. This study aims to examine the
impact of the coronavirus limitations on the formation of social bonds between students in
the academy. This study is based on quantitative analysis. A questionnaire was distributed to
students how studied online during the first year of the pandemic. One hundred eleven
students responded. The questionnaire measured the level of students' social relationships,
year of study, number of students in the class and social involvement of the academic
institution. The findings showed significant differences in the levels of social relationships
between the different groups of respondents. First-year students who started their studies
online reported lower social ties than students who began their studies in person. Students
studied in smaller classrooms reported higher social relationships than those studied in larger
classrooms. Students who belong to institutions that initiate social opportunities and
collaborative learning activities reported higher social relationships than students who do not
receive these opportunities.
